 This application will read through all the eligible ARS parts and look for net shortages using the 

same parameters used by MDCM above. Requirements with a start date which is less than or 
equal to the specified date will be will be included. ARS parts that have an exception will be 
highlighted and displayed without being selectable. If there is a shortage an order will be 
generated based on the rules established for the part in MAX.  
 
The application can run from a command line to process automatically or can be run 
manually to first retrieve and display the parts and then to create the orders.  
 
Command line options:   optional parameters can be passed to the program to cause 
an automatic processing at startup. The parameters can be mixed and left out as 
needed. 
 Parameters: 

P= Specific Part ID 
S= Start Date: + days from today, 0 = today  
V= Ignore value limit 
Q= Ignore quantity limit   
R= Print simulation report only 
 
Example: BatchARS.EXE P=123456,S=10,V=Y,Q=Y,R=Y 

 
Emails: summary emails will be sent by vendor. Error summaries will be sent to the 
designated internal recipient. 
 
 

1. Enter Server, User and Password. 
2. Select the MAX database from drop down list. 
3. Select the Data Path (for Shop Calendar) 
4. Select the DSN for the ARSLog database used by emailer. 
5. Create a search path to the MAX DLL’s (MAXORDR2.DLL)

Execution: Unselect parts that you want to skip and hit “Create Orders”
